February 14, 1895: “To Go with Brookfield”  John E. Milholland GOP organization disbands, NYT
John E. Milholland set up a rival organization to the Platt Machine in New York City. In 1895 it disbanded in favor of a common Republican organization. Mayor Strong favored a unified organization. The action was taken soon after the appointment of William Brookfield as Commissioner of Public Works.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Patterson-Murray faction was arguing that the Milholland team had surrendered, but this did not fit the facts. The Milholland organization achieved its goals – the Republicans swept the state executive and legislature in 1894, plus a Republican Mayor and majority in the Board of Aldermen. Brookfield was a part of the Milholland team.
